Roberto Mollá started showing his work in Tokyo in 1994. His paintings and drawings have
been exhibited there in 9 group exhibitions and 7 solo shows in different galleries, such as Kobo
Chika Gallery and Tozai Bunka Center. In 2002 he received a joint grant from Ibaraki Prefecture
(Japan) and the Valencian Government (ART VISUAL 2001), which allowed him to spend three
months working in Moriya City. In the United States he has participated in group exhibitions
organized by the Geoffrey Young Gallery in Massachusetts, POST Gallery and Roberts & Tilton
Gallery in Los Angeles, and Glowlab Gallery in Brooklyn. His work has also been exhibited by
Glowlab Gallery in events such as the New York Free Biennale and in art fairs such as Fountain
Miami and Bridge NY.

In Spain, he has participated in different group and solo exhibitions in the Club Diario Levante
(Valencia), Galería Tercer Espacio (Madrid), Sala Naranja (Valencia), Galería Moriarty (Madrid), Galería
Sala de eStar (Seville), Galería Bacelos (Vigo), Galería Cánem (Castellón) and Galería Muelle27 (Madrid),
and he has participated in art fairs such as Foro Sur, Arte Santander and Lisbon Art Fair. His work has
also been exhibited at OBSERVATORI 2005 –Valencia Science Museum-, Oviedo Biennale and in the
travelling show Pieza a Pieza organized by the Instituto Cervantes.

His work is included in private and public collections such as the Club Diario Levante (Valencia),
the Spanish Embassy in Tokyo, Jiménez-Arellano Foundation (Valladolid), Ars Fundum (Madrid),
AG Rosen Collection (Massachusetts), UNED (Madrid), Marunuma Foundation (Asaka) and the
Miró Foundation (Palma de Mallorca).
